Mid summer’s Day This festival is primarily a 
Celtic fire festival, representing the middle of summer, 
and the shortening of the days on their gradual march 
to winter. Midsummer is traditionally celebrated on 
either the 23rd or 24th of June, although the longest 
day actually falls on the 21st of June. The importance 
of the day to our ancestors can be traced back many 
thousands of years, and many stone circles and other 
ancient monuments are aligned to the sunrise on 
Midsummer's Day. Probably the most famous 
alignment is that at Stonehenge, where the sun rises 
over the heel stone, framed by the giant trilithons on 
Midsummer morning
occurs on 21st June when the Taunton Deane Morris 
Men will be celebrating by giving a performance of 
traditional dances at the telephone box in Sampford 
Arundel. We welcome being part of the Morris Men’s 
itinerary and spectators should be in place by 8pm.

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Report on address given by Anthony Budget about the 
Village Hall  given at the Annual Parish Meeting.

Anxiety at The Village Hall 

The present chairman of the village hall management 
committee, Anthony Budgett began his report by giving 
a public thank you to Margaret Meale, who has recently 
retired from the hall committee due to ill health, for all 
the many years of hard work, enthusiasm and unstinting 
dedication she has given to the hall. ‘The village hall is 
in good repair,’ he said and no major work was foreseen 
for some time. The main concern of the committee was 
to do with the committee itself.
He explained. ‘The hall is a registered charity and to 
conform to the charity commissioner’s scheme, thirteen 
trustees were required to form a committee. At present 
there are only eleven. These comprise members of the 
organisations who are regular users of the hall. The 
balance is required from parishioners, but they don’t 
appear to be interested and are reluctant it seems to turn 
up at meetings.’ The chairman stressed that the situation 
is critical, because if thirteen trustees are not in place the 
hall may well have to relinquish its charitable status and 
possibly have to close.
‘I am 86 and it really should be a younger person here 
with a team keeping this valuable asset alive for the 
service of the village. Just two people, that’s all is 
required to put matters right. So please, someone get in 
touch. Only a small amount of your time to help as part 
of a team in making decisions and looking for ways and 
new ideas for fund raising is urgently required. Please 
don’t let all the hard work and love put in over many 
years by people such as Margaret Meale come to an 
end.’

Sampford Arundel Gardening Club

One of the joys of belonging to a gardening club is 
that sometimes you have the opportunity to visit 
lovely gardens that are seldom open to the public, 
and to be shown around by a knowledgeable 

owner.  This was certainly the case on 12th May 
when Sampford Arundel Gardening Club visited 
Chevithorne Barton, Tiverton, the wonderful late 
Elizabethan home of Michael and Arabella 
Heathcoat Amory. We were indeed fortunate to be 
shown around this beautiful garden by Michael 
himself.

Chevithorne Barton has much to interest the keen 
gardener and is in a superb position, with 
magnificent views of the surrounding countryside.   
It is a tranquil, romantic place, with the feeling 
enhanced by the use of water in the garden and 
the song of many birds. Michael took over 
Chevithorne Barton from his grandmother in the 
1960’s and has continued to maintain and develop 
the garden she created by adding many unusual 
trees and shrubs.

Michael is passionate about trees and holds one 
of only two National Collections of Quercus 
(oaks). He now has over 300 oaks with many rare 
and unusual specimens not growing anywhere 
else in the country. Michael showed us Quercus 
Crassifolia with its’ unusual deeply fissured bark 
which he referred to as elephant bark. As curator 
of a National Collection, Michael is sent seed from 
around the world which he germinates in his 
greenhouse before moving into a polytunnel in 
preparation for planting outside. He has written a 
book about his collection entitled, ‘The Oaks of 
Chevithorne Barton’.

Our visit was at just the right time of the year for 
the Rhododendrons which were in full flower and 
providing lots of colour. Many of the older trees in 
the garden are under planted with swathes of 
Bluebells, Primroses and Pink Purslane which 
create a lovely effect. In full flower during our visit 
was a magnificent specimen of the handkerchief 
tree (Davidia Involucrata) also known as the dove 
tree or ghost tree. The white petal like leaves flap 
around in the breeze like a tree full of doves or 
pocket hankies!

We have another visit next month, on 9th June, to 
Lydiard House, Bishops Lydiard.

Dragon flies and Damsel-flies

Several species of both dragon flies and Damsel flies visit garden ponds during June and are well worth 
looking out for. Dragon flies have four large wings and enormous eyes which help to make them swift and efficient 
hunters. Almost any flying insects can fall victim to their strong legs and powerful jaws as they patrol stretches of 
water at up to 18 miles per house in search of their prey.

They usually fall into the category of hawkers and darters. Hawkers have a larger wingspan and slimmer, longer 
bodies than darters. The darters are less restless movers and habitually cling to reeds and waterside vegetation. The 
male darters have a blue bloom on their abdomen.
 After about 2 years under water, the fully grown nymphs leave in early summer, clinging to a plant before splitting 
skins to emerge as newly winged adults. 

Damsel flies are widely distributed throughout Britain and common visitors to ponds. Adults emerge in May and 
June and can be seen till late summer. Damsel flies are daintier cousins of the dragon flies and have a slower more 
fluttering flight. Males have a metallic blue body.
Eggs laid in incisions made in stems of pond plants will over-winter and hatch into nymphs. These are
voracious predators of tadpoles, insect larvae and small fish. They can take several years to reach  full 
development before emerging as adults.  Both dragon flies and damsel flies are fleeting but attractive 
visitors to garden ponds and we can encourage them by providing well-planted areas with good water quality.

Dear Friends,

This year Easter was unusually late.  As a result all the festivals 
dependent upon Easter are late as well.  This year the Easter season 
continues right up to 12th June, the feast of Pentecost.  This is the 
day better known to many people by its traditional English name of 
Whit Sunday.

After his return to heaven Jesus sent his Holy Spirit to fill the hearts 
of his disciples and to set them on fire with his love.  This was an 
experience which was hard to describe.  Those present likened it to 
wind and fire.  Wind is an invisible source of energy.  We cannot see 

the wind, but we can see the difference it makes.  The sails of ships and windmills begin to move, the blades of wind-turbines 
rotate, and trousers and shirts on the washing-line inflate.  In similar fashion the Holy Spirit himself can fill our lives, giving us 
a whole new purpose and direction.  The first generation were so filled with the power and love of God that they took the Good 
News of Jesus from country to country and were marked out by the strength of their love for each other.

The Easter season begins with the amazing and unexpected experience of the first disciples that their dead Master had become 
a living Lord.  They had never expected anything like this to happen.  When it did,  they were astonished and terrified.  The 
very first account of the resurrection tells us that the first witnesses “went out and fled from the tomb, for terror and 
amazement had seized them; and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid” (Mark 16: 8).

The Easter story begins with the resurrection of one man, Jesus.  The next event is the return of Jesus to heaven, which we 
celebrate forty days later on Ascension Day.  He assured his friends that he wasn't so much leaving them behind, as going 
ahead to prepare a place for them.  He would send them “power from on high” to strengthen them to live his life and do his 
work.

On the fiftieth day, Pentecost, Jesus's promise was fulfilled.  Jesus was no longer physically present with his friends, but he 
sent his Holy Spirit to fill their hearts and to set them on fire with his love.  For the last two thousand years the Holy Spirit, the 
Spirit of Jesus, has been at the very heart of the life of the Church, guiding its life and filling it with the love of God.  Of 
course, individual Christians and even the Church itself can go badly wrong.  But God's Holy Spirit is always there, 
strengthening the Church and guiding it to make a new start.

At this Whitsuntide may our prayer be:

“Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful people, and set them on fire with the power of your love.  Amen.”
